	Brookfield Township
	Encompasses all of Brookfield Township, boundaries are defined as:  
· North by the Illinois River 
· East by E 30th Road (also the Grundy County Line) 
· South by N 18th Road
· West by E. 24th Road


An incident has been reported at the LaSalle County Nuclear Power Station.
County officials are directing an immediate evacuation of the affected area.
If you are located in this area, prepare to leave now.
Take the following actions:
· Gather essential items including pets, medications, important documents, and clothing for up to three days.
· Secure your home and leave within 30 minutes.
· Follow designated evacuation routes provided for your community.
· Proceed to the reception center assigned for your area.
Do NOT go to schools or nursing homes.
Students and residents are being safely transported and cared for by trained personnel.
